Navister has decided that a defect which relates to motor
vehicle safety exists in certain 3000, 4000, 7000, 8000,
CXT, MXT, and ProStar models built 11/21/00 thru 5/21/08
with one or more remote power modules.

REASON FOR THIS RECALL

Water and contamination intrusion through the material tha
encapsulates the circuit board may cause an electrica
short inside the remote power module housing.

RISK TO MOTOR VEHICLE SAFETY

An electrical short within the remote power module housing
may cause a fire, which can result in property damage,
personal injury, or death.

ACTIONS YOU SHOULD TAKE

The repair will involve the installation of a fused electrical
cable in the remote power module’s ground circuit.
