Shift the rear engine mount up and to the left,
towards the master cylinder.

Swap the positions of the new hose and the original
hose (previously lined up in step 19), between the
rear engine mount bridge and the subframe.

NOTE: Be careful not to bend or damage the metal
line section of the new feed hose.

Move the rear engine mount back into place, with
the new feed hose routed through it.

Hand-tighten the new bolts for the rear engine
mount bracket; do not torque them yet.

Lower the transmission jack, and remove the block
of wood.

2004—-06 models only: Install four new transmission
front/rear lower mount nuts. Torque the nuts to

44 N'm (33 Ib-ft). 2007-08 models only: Reinstall
the transmission lower mount center bolt, and
torque it to 59 N'm (43 Ib-ft).

Torque the four new rear engine mount bracket
bolts to 44 N'm (33 Ib-ft).

2004—-06 M/T models only: Torque the two new rear
engine damper bolts to 38 N'm (28 Ib-ft)

Reinstall the exhaust heat shield, and torque its
bolts to 22 N'm (16 Ib-ft).

Reattach exhaust pipe A and the TWC using new
gaskets and self-locking nuts. Use the torque specs
on page 5.

Reinstall the rubber exhaust hanger to the
subframe.

Reinstall all other parts removed from the
underside of the vehicle, then lower it.

Remove the original feed hose from the engine
compartment, then attach the new feed hose to the
gearbox and to the P/S pump:

e Torque the gearbox flare nut on the new feed
hose to 42 N'm (31 Ib-ft).

¢ Torque the P/S pump feed hose bolts to
11 N'm (8.1 Ib-ft).

Reinstall all remaining removed parts except the
right side engine compartment cover. Replace any
damaged trim clips.

Using the clear P/S fluid you removed from the
system (or new fluid if the original fluid was
contaminated or discolored), fill the P/S reservoir to
the upper level line.

NOTE:
* Use Acura Precision Crafted Power Steering
Fluid.

* The system capacity is 1.1 L (37.2 o0z).
¢ The reservoir capacity is 0.32 L (10.8 0z).
Start the engine, run it at a fast idle, and turn the

steering wheel lock-to-lock several times. This will
bleed any air from the P/S system.
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48. Recheck the fluid level, and add more if needed.
Do not fill the reservoir above the upper level line.

NOTE:
* Make sure you remove all shop towels used
during the procedure.

* Wipe off any spilled P/S fluid.

Safety Recall: Power Steering Fluid Leak

Dear TL Owner:

This notice is sent to you in accordance with the
requirements of the National Traffic and Motor Vehicle
Safety Act.

What is the reason for this notice?

Honda Motor Co., Ltd., has decided that a defect
relating to motor vehicle safety exists in certain 2004—
2008 model year TL vehicles. Prolonged high under-
hood temperatures may cause the power steering hose
to deteriorate prematurely and may cause the hose to
crack and leak power steering fluid. Power steering
fluid leaking onto a hot catalytic converter will generate
smoke and possibly lead to an under-hood fire.

What should you do?

Call any authorized Acura dealer and make an
appointment to have your vehicle repaired. The dealer
will inspect and replace the power steering hose free of
charge. Please plan to leave your vehicle for half a day
to allow the dealer flexibility in scheduling.

Dear Service Manager:

Honda Motor Co., LTD. is announcing a safety recall campaign for all 2004—06 TLs and some 2007—08
TLs. On affected vehicles, prolonged high under-hood temperatures may cause the power steering
hose to deteriorate prematurely and may cause the hose to crack and leak power steering fluid. Power
steering fluid leaking onto a hot catalytic converter will generate smoke and could lead to an under-
hood fire.

Repair Strategy

The repair is to install a power steering feed hose kit. For repair, affected vehicle, and warranty
information, refer to Service Bulletin 08-016, Safety Recall: 2004—08 TL Power Steering Feed Hose
Leak.

Some vehicles affected by this recall may be in your new or used vehicle inventory. You should not sell
or lease these vehicles until they have been repaired. Should an unrepaired vehicle cause an injury or
damage because of the recalled item, the dealership will be solely responsible to the damaged party,
and will be required to defend and indemnify American Honda for any resulting claims.

To see if a vehicle is affected by this campaign, do a VIN status inquiry. In addition, check for a punch
mark above the first character of the engine compartment VIN. A punch mark in that location means
the power steering feed hose kit was already installed.

Client Notification
All affected vehicle owners will receive a notification of this campaign the week of April 28, 2008. An
example of the client notification is at the end of S/B 08-016.

Parts Information

Allocation of power steering feed hose kits will begin on April 25, 2008. The allocation allows you to
begin repairing 2004 TLs and 200506 TLs with M/T. Kits to support the repair of 2005-08 TLs with
A/T will be allocated at a later date. The ordering method for kits will also be announced at a later date.
