In February, 1981, I purchased a 6 cylinder Concord. I have been satisficd 
with the car and would consider buying another AMC car in  the near future. 

W one big complaint is the faulty valve cover. I understand the valve 
cover is molded out of some form of plastic or synthetic and that the cover 
has a tendency t o  warp. 

I bought the car a t  Matson AMC dealership in Wheaton, Illinois. The cover 
leaked from the beginning and I took it back to platson Motors under the 
rarrantee. After a short period of time. it leaked again, I took it back 
Again t o  Matson Motors and paid to have i c  fixed along with other periodic
maintenance work. After a very short time it leaked again. I didn’t l ike 
it but I f e l t  I could live w i t h  it adding oil when needed. 

Now the oil i s  leaking much worse and is nmning down on the manifold causing 
a bad smell and also smoke. I feel this  could be a safety hazard. I feel 
that the engineering Change from metal to plastic and the problem it is 
causing should be corrected at the expense of AUC a t  an AHC dealer. 

Please reply with an answer or solution t o  th is  problem.

Jnforeunate ly  I do n o t  have t h e  r e p a i r  r e c e i p t s  from my father .  I do 
however have a l l  of my r e c e i p t s  in t rp ing  t o  ge t  t h i s  i r r i t a t h n g  p r o b l m
repai red ,  and these r e c e i p t s  a r e  attached. 

The AnC d e a l e r  who has  been working on t h i s  valve cover o i l  leak can 
n o t  proper ly  seal t h e  cover. I st i l l  bave vclve  cover o f 1  Ides even 
a f t e r  my 5-10-84 r e p a i r  work. It is n o t  t h e  , fau l t  of this dealer ,  as 
many d i f f e r a n t  AMC d e a l e a  have mod t o  r e p o i r t h i s  s e a l  and fai led.  
The o i l  leak is obviously a major manufacture defect.

new from U e s t  Park Toyota - an A X  
date we have driven the car 49,000 d e s  and it has always rrceived cxcellent 
care in every way, including preventiclve udntenance on time as spedfied
in the owners manual. Ue have never neglected chis vehicle in anyway.
Hovever. we have had sorue probl- with it. regardless of proper care. From 
day one, we experieuced a proh:em d t h  oil leaking from the engine. The car 
vlls taken hack to  the shop where we purchased it and they would cightm up 
a bolt here and there and say that should take ca-e of the problem. Boucver, 
i t  did not anC af ter  about as many as half a dozen t r ips  t o  the shop, we had 
a private mechanic looked a t  it and he found the problem. It turned out tb 
be in the valve cover and had t o  be replaced because new gaskets or anything
else would not stop &e oil leakage. With the new valve cover. which  was 
replaced a t  West Park Toyota. free of charge, the problem improved somevhat 
but still udsted till Way this  year when we took the car in for a complete 
tune-up a t  TUNEX here, where the root of the o i l  le& problem was found 
and finally stopped, this costed us $234.38 (copy of paid receipt is enclosed). 

In  June 1985, we had trouble with traDsmi8sion and we took it t o  PRMRAN, 
a transmission specislist and discovered that the 'torque convertof broke and 
ruined the transmission and vt had t o  pay $588.50 t o  have this fixed (a copy
of paid receipt is also enclosed) After only 49.000 miles, this kind of 
breakdown should not occur and must be a fault in the t r a m d s s b  or the 
workmauship. 

We have really enjoyed the car and love driviag it and we have every
intention of buying a new APIC when ve feel  the time is righ. Ue fee l  that 
the problems we have had =e somchou excescive. especially with the oil leaks 
and transmission business and would appreciate very lnuch AUC consider at least 
reinburdug us for  some of the cost t o  have them repaired. Your sincere 
consideration in chis  maccer would be greacly appredsted.
