IMPORTANT SAFETY RECALL NOTICE
Dear Odyssey Owner:

This notice is sent to you in accordance with the requirements of the National Traffic and Motor Vehicle Safety
Act.

What is the reason for this notice?

Honda has decided that a defect which relates to motor vehicle safety exists in certain 2008 and 2009 model year
Odyssey vehicles equipped with a power-operated rear liftgate. The power liftgate gas struts may deteriorate
unexpectedly early. Struts that have worn out prematurely may fail to hold the power liftgate in the fully open
position, causing the power liftgate to close unexpectedly. Injury may result from a power liftgate closing
unexpectedly when a person is within the closing path of the liftgate.

What should you do?

Call any authorized Honda dealer and make an appointment to have your vehicle repaired. The dealer will replace
both power liftgate gas struts. The replacement process may be completed in approximately 12 minutes; however,
your vehicle will need to be at the dealer for a longer period of time. We recommend that you plan to leave your
vehicle for half a day to allow the dealer flexibility in scheduling. This work will be done free of charge.

If you believe that American Honda or the dealer has failed or is unable to remedy the defect in your vehicle,
without charge, within a reasonable period of time (60 days from the date you first contact the dealer for a repair
appointment), you may submit a complaint to:

What if you already had your vehicle repaired for this issue.
If you previously paid to have the liftgate struts replaced, you may be eligible for reimbursement. Refer to the
attached Instructions for Reimbursement for the eligibility requirements and the reimbursement procedure.

Federal law requires that any vehicle lessor receiving this recall notice must forward a copy of this notice to the
lessee within 10 days.
