Dear Toyota Customer:

This notice is being sent to you in accordance with the requirements of the National Traffic and Motor Vehicle Safety Act.
Toyota has decided that a defect, which relates to motor vehicle safety, exists in the optional accessory Toyota Racing
Development (TRD) High Performance Brake Kit designed for 2007 to 2012 model year FJ Cruiser vehicles. We are 
sending you this notice in the event your vehicle is equipped with this accessory.

What is the condition?

The subject TRD Brake Kit is specifically designed for the front wheels of 2007–2012 model year FJ Cruiser vehicles. 
Due to the shape of the outer brake tube (Crossover Tube) of the Brake Kit, certain wheels (such as the TRD 16-inch 
6-Spoke alloy wheel) may have minimal clearance. If wheel balance weights are installed in an incorrect location, there
is a possibility that the outer brake tube could be damaged due to interference with the balance weight, and brake fluid
could leak from the damaged tube. This could result in increased stopping distance, and in some cases, loss of vehicle
front braking performance, which could increase the risk of a crash.

What should you do?

You can inspect your vehicle to determine if it is equipped with an optional accessory TRD High Performance Brake
Kit.

• Is your vehicle equipped with the TRD High Performance Brake Kit shown below? The TRD brake kit is located
behind the front wheels of the vehicle; the kit is red in color and has the TRD logo located on the side, as shown
below.

If your vehicle is equipped with the TRD High Performance Brake Kit shown above, regardless of the wheel size,
please contact your local authorized Toyota dealer to make an appointment to have this important remedy performed
on your vehicle as soon as possible. The remedy will take approximately 1 hour. However depending upon the 
dealer’s work schedule, it may be necessary to make your vehicle available for a longer period of time.

If you have completed the inspection yourself and determined your vehicle is not affected by this Safety Recall, please
check the box on the attached reply card and return it to us. Doing so will remove your vehicle from future mailing
regarding this Safety Recall.

If you are not comfortable doing this inspection yourself, any authorized Toyota dealer will perform the inspection at
no charge.
