Chrysler has decided that a defect, which relates to motor vehicle safety, exists in some 2013 model year 
Dodge Dart vehicles. 

The problem is... The rear brake calipers on your vehicle (VIN: xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx) may be 
incorrect. Vehicles with incorrect brake caliper( s) could experience an 
inoperable park brake system. This condition could allow the vehicle to move 
inadvertently while the park brake is applied and cause a crash without 
warning.
