(a) The date notification to purchasers began: _10JUN15

(b) The date notification of purchasers was completed: As of 30JUNI1S5, 248 purchasers have been
successfully notified of the recall by USPS First Class Mail. The majority of purchasers own fleets of

trucks. These fleet owners have multiple APUs at issue. IFS continues to obtain identification of owners

from dealer feedback. Upon receipt of this information, IFS promptly sends notification to the owners.

(c) The date notification to dealers and distributors began: 28MAY15

(d) The date notification of dealers and distributors was completed: _As of 30JUNI1S, 137 out of 152
dealers have been successfully notified of the recall by USPS Certified Mail. This represents
approximately 90% of the dealers. The fifteen (15) dealers have not been contacted due to errors in
mailing addresses. IFS is working diligently to expedite the forwarding of recall notices to these dealers.




3. The total number of items of equipment involved: 4,768, Model BA600 APU only. (Note: Two serial
number records were discovered to be in duplicate. Also, one record was determined to be a SlimLine model
that is not subject to this recall).

4. (a) Total number inspected and remedied: 294 APUs were inspected and remediated as of 30JUNIS.

(b) Total number inspected, but determined NOT to require the remedy: 352 APUs were inspected and
determined that remediation was not necessary. These 352 APUs had been installed by one fleet using
an alternate mounting method; direct bolting of the APU to the truck frame rail using four holes drilled
through the rail. The fleet has reported zero field events of either defects A or B with respect to these
APUs.
