According to Cummins, "The Engine Control Module (ECM) may develop an internal electrical short 
circuit that could possibly blow a fuse in the ECM's electrical supply circuit, resulting in an engine stall 
without warning. If this occurs, the engine cannot be restarted until the ECM and fuse are replaced."

Volvo: Certain 2016 VN model vehicles manufactured from August 13, 2015 through August 13, 2015 
with an Cummins Engine.
