INTRODUCTION

TK Holdings Inc. (“Takata”) has reported to NHTSA that certain specific front passenger air
bag inflators, including inflators supplied to Nissan, may contain a safety defect. Nissan is
conducting a Voluntary Safety Recall Campaign to replace the front passenger air bag
inflator on certain specific model year 2001-2003 Maxima, 2002-2004 Pathfinder, and
2002-2006 Sentra vehicles at no charge to customers for parts or labor. Takata has issued
return packaging, shipping labels, documents, and directions that must be used and
followed in order to properly carry out this campaign. Takata's documentation is attached
and is part of this bulletin.

IDENTIFICATION NUMBER

For this campaign, Nissan has assigned identification numbers R1302, R1407, R1508,
PM358, PM458 and PM559. Use the VIN and Service Comm to determine the correct
campaign identification number for a given vehicle. The correct number must appear on all
communications and documentation of any nature dealing with this campaign.

DEALER RESPONSIBILITY

It is the dealer’s responsibility to check Service Comm for the campaign status on each vehicle
falling within the range of this voluntary safety recall campaign which for any reason enters the
service department. This includes vehicles purchased from private parties or presented by
transient (tourist) owners and vehicles in a dealer’s inventory. Federal law requires that new
vehicles in dealer inventory which are the subject of a safety recall must be corrected
prior to sale. Failure to do so can result in civil penalties by the National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration. While federal law applies only to new vehicles, Nissan strongly
encourages dealers to correct any used vehicles in their inventory before they are retailed.
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SERVICE PROCEDURE

IMPORTANT: Follow all cautions, warnings, and notes in the Electronic Service Manual
(ESM) when working on or near a Supplemental Restraint System (SRS), such as an air
bag.

CAUTION: Handle interior trim carefully to avoid damage. Work with clean hands and
clean tools to avoid dirt and stains. Use protective covers as needed.

11.Reset the clock and the radio settings.

12.Turn the ignition ON and observe the air bag warning light:

e Light should illuminate for 7 seconds and then go out.

NOTE: If the Air Bag Warning light does not operate as described above there may
be an issue not covered by this campaign. Refer to ASIST and the appropriate
Service Manual for additional diagnostic and repair information.

13.Return the removed (old / non-deployed) inflator in the box that the new inflator
came in.

INSPECTION: During module removal, inspect the inflator to confirm it needs to be
replaced.

Dear Nissan Maxima Owner:

This notice is sent to you in accordance with the requirements of the National Traffic and
Motor Vehicle Safety Act. Nissan has decided that a defect which relates to motor vehicle
safety exists in certain 2001 Model year Nissan Maxima vehicles. Our records indicate that
you own or lease the Nissan vehicle identified by the VIN on the inside of this notice.

Reason for Recall

Nissan was notified by its supplier that the front passenger air bag inflator in your vehicle
may have been manufactured out of specification. If a vehicle with an affected air bag
inflator is involved in a crash where the front passenger air bag is designed to deploy, it is
possible that the inflator housing may rupture which may increase the risk of an injury to the
front seat occupant.

What Nissan Will Do

Your Nissan dealer will replace the affected front passenger air bag inflator with a new one.
This free service should take 2 hours to complete, but your Nissan dealer may require your
vehicle for a longer period of time based upon their work schedule.

What You Should Do

Contact your Nissan dealer at your earliest convenience in order to arrange an appointment
to have your vehicle repaired. Please bring this notice with you when you keep your
service appointment. Instructions have been sent to your Nissan dealer.

If the dealer fails, or is unable to make the necessary repairs free of charge, you may
contact the National Consumer Affairs Department, Nissan North America, Inc. P.O. Box
685003, Franklin, TN 37068-5003. The toll free number is 1-800-NISSAN1 (1-800-647-
7261). You may also submit a complaint to the Administrator, National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration, 1200 New Jersey Avenue, SE., Washington, DC 20590; or call the
toll-free Vehicle Safety Hotline at 1-888-327-4236 (TTY: 1-800-424-9153); or go to
http://www.safercar.gov.
