. BACKGROUND

The subject vehicles are equipped with front passenger airbag inflators which may have been manufactured in such a
way as to have a potential for the intrusion of moisture over time. Depending on the circumstances, this could create
excessive internal pressure when the airbag is deployed and cause the inflator to rupture. In the event of an inflator
rupture, metal fragments could pass through the airbag cushion material, striking the vehicle occupants and

potentially resulting in serious injury or death.
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lll. IDENTIFICATION OF AFFECTED VEHICLES

Check the TIS Vehicle Inquiry System to confirm the VIN is involved in this Safety Recall, and that the
campaign has not already been completed prior to dealer shipment or by another dealer.
TMS warranty will not reimburse dealers for repairs conducted on vehicles that are not affected or

were completed by another dealer.

e The technician performing the work MUST have valid TIS login credentials and an internet
connection to perform the inspection and scanning process.

2. REMOVE THE GLOVE BOX



a) Open the glove box door.
b) Press in on both sides of the door and swing it down to
remove it from the vehicle.

3. REMOVE THE AIRBAG ASSEMBLY
a) Disconnect the negative battery cable.

e Wait at least 90 seconds after
disconnecting the cable from the negative
battery terminal to prevent airbag and
seat belt pre-tensioner deployment.

e Follow all precautions as outlined on TIS
before servicing the SRS system.

5. CONNECT THE BARCODE SCANNER
